Botanic Walk
Gently undulating grass bordered by planting beds with
botanical displays of various plantings (such as drought
tolerant, woody meadow, locally endemic plants etc.)

Events Lawn
High quality multipurpose lawn space for

community events (such as markets &
outdoor screenings etc) and day to day
use (such as exercise, dog walking etc)

Urban Grassland
Swaths of grassland planting of indigenous species

allowing for a poetic gesture, access and experience

Furniture
Provision of feature custom furniture along the MOS
which draws reference in form and provides for
engagement with the MOS and adjacent landscape
treatments. Potential to incorporate lighting to provide
points of interest during evenings, providing for extended
use.

Slow Movement Paths
To provide and encourage slow movement (pedestrian)
to allow for enhanced engagement with the MOS and
adjacent landscape

Federation Trail
Fast movement (bicycle), primarily direct
allowing for optimal A-B commuting. Provision
of bicycle infrastructure at key locations
aligned with park amenity.

Playspace
Reference to the MOS in form & materiality, conceptually
arranged around flowing water. Playspace to include
nature based play elements (inclusive of swale in
reference to the the MOS as a diversion into an organic
form) and a range of bespoke play items arranged in a
connected play journey.
